As you read the story, please pick out one passage – a phrase, a sentence, an exchange, etc. – that you find interesting in some way.  We’ll include Watson Time in the discussion portion of the meeting.  Please be prepared to read your selection aloud, and bring your discussion questions or "points to ponder" to the meeting.
